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From the main Library webpage you can choose different categories based on either SUBJECT 
or LOCATION. 
 

 
 
 
 
Using the SUBJECT category, you can choose ALL LISTINGS or one of the general categories to 
search for genealogy reference material in the Fort Myers Library. 
 
Example:  Click on ALL LISTINGS. 
 

¶ This brings up all genealogy reference materials.  Today there are 8,567 entries. 

¶ The default is to sort alphabetically.  Notice the up arrow next to the TITLE heading.  By 
clicking anywhere in that header of the column, you can sort from A to Z, or Z to A. 

¶  You may also click in the header of the CALL NUMBER and/or AUTHOR colums and sort the 
entries. 

¶ The first column titled ACTIONS, show you two icons.  
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ü The first one, an eye,   opens a window giving you details about the 
particular reference material. 

 

 
 

ü The second icon, a printer,  opens a new window giving you a PDF file 
you can download and save to your computer or print to bring to the library with 
you.   This function is available for listings of books by subject or location categories. 
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¶ At the top of the page are multiple search boxes.   
 

 
 

 
 
Click on the down arrow for the SELECTED SUBJECT and a drop down box will show you are 
the subject categories used for the collection. 
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When clicking on the small broom icon  the search field will be returned to the 
default of ALL LISTINGS. 
 
 
To filter by LOCATION, use the drop down arrow and choose the location you are searching. 
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You can also search by TITLE, AUTHOR and CALL NUMBER. 
 

 
 
 
In the next box type in the (1) CALL NUMBER you are looking for, (2) your search 
word/phrase or(3) AUTHOR. 
 

 
 

To start the search click on the icon of a magnifying glass . 
 

To clear the search box use the broom icon . 
 

 
When you have completed your search and would like to print the information, click on the 
green box marked PDF BOOK LIST for a file you can download and save to your computer or 
print to bring with you to the library. 
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The second green box will take you back to the main category page. 

 

 
 
 
 
To search on LOCATION, follow the same steps as outlined above for searching by SUBJECT.
